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Key features of the Dutch Education System

e 8 years of primary education (age 4 — 12)

e compulsory education: starts age 5, ends age 18

e selection at age 12

e highly diversified lower secondary education

e two out of six streams lead to higher education

e four out of six streams lead to upper vocational education
e several routes through system

Young people between 5 and 18 years have to follow education. Until they have a
basic qualification or turn 18 years old. For pupils between 5 and 16 years the
Compulsory Education Act applies. In the Netherlands, pupils must attend school
from 5 to 16 years old. However, in fact, nearly all children attend primary school
from the age of four.
